St. Tammany Master Gardeners, 
 
I have recently been getting a lot of questions on how to tell part assassin bug nymphs from leaf-footed bug 
nymphs. I find this to be extremely important because one is a beloved beneficial insect while the other is a fiercely 
hated pest of vegetable growers. Both lay their eggs in groups on the undersides of leaves. When they hatch you 
will see a grouping of 20-30 juveniles. Combine the similar behavior along with the fact that they looking very 
much the same and you will get a lot of misidentifications. Letôs take a look at some visual differences between 
each so that you will become better and identifying what you have in your garden.

Next, I look at the abdomen 
shape and size to confirm. Practice for yourself and learn to make the appropriate decision when encountering 
these two, very different insects in the garden.
